Thermometer calibration policy update - clarification
The purpose of this memo is to further clarify the July 15, 2014 memorandum on thermometer calibration.  Depending on the manufacturer, “minimum” calibration, requirements differ; hence,
have different calibration guidelines. Some thermometers must be calibrated at the very minimum annually.  While for other thermometers, calibration testing is NOT required on a yearly basis unless specified by the manufacturer’s suggested timeline.

In order to ensure valid calibration requirements, always look for the specific minimum manufacturer recommendations. However, under no circumstances should any thermometer valid calibration extend beyond the two (2) year maximum.
